Abstract

This research aimed to study cross-cultural communication
problems of foreign Buddhist monks and to study ways of adaptation of
cross-cultural problems for foreign Buddhist monks. The research was a
qualitative research. The participants were 20 Thai and foreign Buddhist
monk students from first to fourth year in Chiang Rai Buddhist College the
group was divided into 10 foreign Buddhist monks and 10 Thai Buddhist
monks. The research instruments consisted of structured interview form
and observation form. The result showed that foreign Buddhist monks were
required to adapt to new culture such as language, communication and
food due to various cultures. In the first period, communication was a huge
obstacle to foreign students because they were not acquainted with the
vocabulary, causing obstacles in communication. Most foreign students
have studied basic Thai before; nevertheless, they have encountered some
obstacles in writing or pronunciation. In terms of adaptation, both Thai and
foreign students have to adapt to each other. Furthermore, due to the

similarities between cultures in terms of food, language, communication,

and living conditions, the adaptation in Thai and foreign cultures is
uncomplicated as the two main factors that help foreign Buddhist monks
accomplish  the cross-cultural communication are language and
communication.

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Abstract

The purpose of this article was to study the role of monk of
Tharavada Buddhism by studying the information of 40 inscriptions of the
post Angkorian inscription (B.E. 2109-2290) that posted in the book of the
post Angkorian C.E. 1566-1747 to translate and merge by Uraisri Warasarin.
The result of the study showed that there were 35 of 40 post Angkorian
inscriptions that inscribed the role of monks the message in inscriptions
relate to the monks as social actors in parallel with the propagation of
Theravada Buddhism. A holy position or hierarchy of monks was set like
the royal court of Ayudhya. The roles of monks and philanthropists, roles
of monks and religious ceremonies, and roles of monks and the liberation
of slaves were shown in the in inscriptions.

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Abstract

Three purposes were set for this research which were (was) (1) to
study the role of Buddhist monks and their political participation in ASEAN
on multiple case studies of Cambodia, Myanmar and Vietnam, (2) to study
the effect of the role of the monk on political participation reflecting the
cultural and social values, and (3) to develop learning package on the role

of Buddhist monks on political participation in ASEAN on multiple case
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studies of Cambodia, Myanmar and Vietnam. Qualitative research was used
for research deign (design) applying documentary research to study the role
of Buddhist monks on political participation in Cambodia, Myanmar and
Vietnam who were Thich Nhat Hanh, Ashin Wirathu, and Somdet Phramaha
Ghosananda and were selected by purposive sampling. Data were collected
by using in-depth interview, participatory observation, and area studies in
ASEAN countries. Content analysis and analytic induction were used for
data analysis. Research results indicated that monks from Myanmar,
Cambodia and Vietnam were found to have political role both the
participation in the empirical context and the role of applied doctrine in
daily life. In a case study of Ashin Wirathu who was a part of religious and a
political leading in Myanmar. A Somdet Phramaha Ghosananda who
adhered the doctrine applied to the end of violence in Cambodia. Thich
Nhat Hanh in the role of the Buddhist monk who brought the teaching into
Vietnam society and was proud of current Vietnamese people. (2) Multiple
case studies of monks reflected the identity and vision of each country that
led the values of performance of each country including integrated the
concept of Buddhism into practices. A case study of Myanmar with the
concept of ethnic as well as the campaign of Cambodian monk occurred
the conflict until genocide that was the origin of coexistence with peace
under the situation of Civil war. Otherwise, it was the concept of monks to
reduce conflict and to avoid killing in Vietnam during the civil war and the
Vietnam war. (3) The development of leaming package for students in
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University was to understand ASEAN and
Buddhist ways in the roles of Buddhist monks with political participation in

ASEAN countries such as Cambodia, Myanmar, and Vietnam, and to make
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peace in religions, beliefs, and social coexistence under the diversity of
cultural difference.

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Abstract

A change in population structure due to the aging society is
happening all around the world. The most proportion of the elderly
population in Asia is Singapore, the second one is Thailand and the
proportion of the elderly of both countries is very similar. Although
Singapore has prepared a plan to serve this problem but still have to face
the fewer childbirth problems and the increasing of elderly. In ASEAN,
which has 10 members, all countries tend to enter in the aging society with
a population who has aged more than 60 years as followed Singapore 17%
Thailand 15.8% and Vietnam 10.4%, theses three countries are already in

aging society while Indonesia who has the most population in ASEAN found
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that there are the elderly population just only 8% when comparing with
Singapore and Thailand. (Office of the national economic and social
development council, 2016) However from this demographic change
affected the region in the aspect of society, economy and culture for
example the living of the elderly, financial expense burden, lack of labor
etc. which is a matter of all levels, all sectors of the government that have
to plan and deal with these problems such as the employment policies
and measures to create jobs and increase income for the elderly, extension
of retirement age which will help mitigate the impact on the domestic
economy. Thailand and Singapore extend the retirement age including
hiring elderly people who has expertise or expert to work continuously,
moreover Thailand providing the elderly allowances and Establish of the
elderly employment service center. The reason that many countries in
ASEAN face the problem with the proportion of the increasing in the
elderly society because of social structure changing over the past decades
as well as due to the continuous of economic and social development
including the improvement in medical technology and public health that
help people to have a good health and long life. Family planning in current
society leads to the reduction of birth that makes the increasing rate of the
elderly when compared with the birth of children, so many countries
prepare to keep up with the changes that occurred which improve more
the elderly care policy because when social structures change , the
consumer behavior will inevitably change as well.

The purposes of this article were 1) to study human behavior
interacting with people in Thai society and ASEAN Community, and 2) to
analyze human nature and the difference of human to understand self and
others.

Human can communicate smoothly with
each other and is able to make the communication successfully always
based on their behaviors. The studying of both positive and negative
behaviors will enhance the level of human understanding. Human behavior
and acting will be focused for the study in the aspect of human acting that
can be occurred with all people, all times, and all situations depending on
factors affecting human behavior. 2) Human nature and the difference of
human will lead to the understanding of themselves and others. Then,
they will practice themselves toward others with appropriate manners. In
addition, they have also played their roles and cooperated well with others
in order to encourage people with happiness and being success for
themselves, families, societies and organizations.
