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Abstract

The thesis entitled “The Learning Activities Based on Sappurisa-dhamma for Learning
Achievement Development in Buddhism Subject of the 1st Year Secondary School” was a
pre-experimental research consisting of two objectives: 1) to study the learning activities
based on Sappurisa-dhamma for learning achievement development in Buddhism subject
of the 1st year secondary school; and 2) to study the learning achievement of students
after the learning activities based on Sappurisa-dhamma for learning achievement
development in Buddhism subject of the 1st year secondary school. A sample was selected
from 80 students of the 1st year secondary school of Wat Klang Khlong Sam school. The
research instruments consisted of the manual for learning management, lesson plan, and
the achievement test of before and after the learning. The data were analyzed and the
statistics used were average (X_), standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) The study of the learning activities based on Sappurisa-dhamma for learning

achievement development in Buddhism subject of the 1st year secondary school found

that after learning, the students had an average (X) equal to 26.74 with a standard deviation

(S.D.) of 5.99, which was higher than before learning that had an average ()aequal to 18.49
with a standard deviation (S.D.) of 6.49. The study revealed that some students did not
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completely comprehend the lesson, so the teachers explained further about Sappurisa-
dhamma and observed the students’ reaction and found that students were able to
respond to the learning and answered the questions of the teachers. Therefore, the teachers
proceeded with the learning activities in all 4 plans in order for the students to have more
understanding about Sappurisa-dhamma.

2) The study of the learning achievement before and after the learning activities
based on Sappurisa-dhamma for learning achievement development in Buddhism subject
of the 1st year secondary school, when comparing the average, standard deviation (S.D.)
and t-test, it was found that in the section of history, importance and self-practice on an
important day in Buddhism with 40 questions and 4 multiple-choice answers were different
with a statistically significant difference at 0.05 level. This represented that the learning

activities based on Sappurisa-dhamma enabled students to have the achievement after the
learning with an average (.’)aof 26.69 which was higher than before learning, with an average

(X) of 18.43.
